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The past presidents of the West Virginia Association of Land Surveyors selected Donald L. 
Teter as "2001 Surveyor of the Year" at the group's 33rd Annual Convention, held March 29-31 at 
Canaan Valley Resort. 

Don Teter is an active member of the Elkins Chapter of the association, and has been a 
continuous member of WVALS for fifteen years.  He served as a Director of the Association from 
1995 to 2000, has been Editor of The West Virginia Surveyor since 1997, and was also installed as 
President of the Association at the convention.  Other members of the Elkins Chapter who have 
been selected as "Surveyor of the Year" include the late F. Henry Sipe, chosen in 1975, and the 
present Randolph County Surveyor, Leon G. Mallow, who was honored in 1990.

He also published numerous articles 
about Randolph County history in the Tygart Valley Press, a weekly paper which published for a few 
years during the late 1970's.  Teter continues his interest in history as an active member of the 
national Surveyors Historical Society, and as an advisor to the Rich Mountain Battlefield Foundation 
and the Staunton-Parkersburg Turnpike Alliance. 

Don Teter resides at Monterville, in southern Randolph County, with his wife Debbie, who is 
employed as an Assistant Manager by Dollar General Stores in Elkins.

County Surveyors Meeting  Milton Denny enlightens the audience as he  
 portrays Andrew Ellicott 
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During February's dark and short days, Edi-
tor Don Teter took a jaunt southward, doing a 
little supply and equipment shopping and look-
ing into some surveying history.  The photo is 
from the Editor's visit to the Sanibel Island 
Lighthouse.  This lighthouse stands at the 
southern approaches to "Carlos Bay", on the 
Gulf Coast of Florida.  The northern part of 
these waters was reportedly named Charlotte 
Harbor in 1771 by Bernard Romans, a Dutch 
surveyor in the employ of the British govern-
ment. 

A plat dated December 21, 1877 depicted a 
42 acre tract surveyed by a Light House District 
Engineer, and in 1881 Congress authorized 
construction of the Sanibel Light House on that 
tract.  Some questions arose about that survey, 
so in 1883 a Light House District Engineer from 
New Orleans surveyed Sanibel Island, reserv-
ing for Light House purposes all the land lying 
East of longitude 82 degrees and 1 minute west 
of Greenwich.   To allow for possible later ero-
sion, the reserved tract now included the origi-
nal 42 acres and additional land for a total of 
667.92 acres.  Construction of the Light House 
began in March 1884 and it was first lit August 
20, 1885, with the light standing 98 feet above 
sea level.  Approximately 3 years later the rest 
of the island was opened to homesteading.  Is-
land settlers grew vegetables for the northern 
markets in winter, with their best known product 
being "Sanibel tomatoes".  The island also had 
a long tradition of catering to a few northern 
tourists ferried over from Fort Myers.  Construc-
tion of the Sanibel Causeway in the early 
1960's gave automobiles direct access, and the 
islanders mostly abandoned farming in favor of 
tourism. 

According to one source "Descendants of 
early homesteaders have long had a legend 
that Sanibel Island had the first rural free deliv-
ery service in the United States", but "This is al-
most but not quite true", since Rural Free Deliv-
ery was started October 1, 1896, in West Vir-
ginia.  RFD service on Sanibel was not estab-
lished until April 2, 1900.

Much of my information on Sanibel's history 
came from The Unknown Story of Sanibel and 
Captiva by Florence Fritz.  This book is a rough-
hewn but solidly constructed 250 pages, 
sometimes ponderous, but always informative.  It 
was published in 1974 by McClain Printing 
Company, of Parsons, West Virginia.

Unfortunately, there are people who don't 

realize that a survey performed by a licensed 
land surveyor is an "instrument of service" and 
not a product that can be reused.  These 
individuals may be doing a disservice to their 
clients that could result in copyright infringement 
and a potential lawsuit. 

If you are a real estate licensee and you are 
passing out old land surveys to potential buyers, 
you may be providing those prospects with 
misinformation.  Further, if you provide those land 
surveys without obtaining the permission of the 
land surveyor, you may be in violation of 
copyright law.  The survey performed by a 
licensed land surveyor belongs to that person or 
company.  Therefore, a client purchases the 
services of the land surveyor and the surveyor 
provides a survey to demonstrate that service; 
the surveyor retains ownership of the survey. 

Land surveys are only valid for a specific 
date.  Frequently there are circumstances that 
change or affect title to the property.  There may 
be changes in easements, flood plain areas and 
drainage.  Also, encroachments may exist on the 
property that did not exist at the time the survey 
was performed.  If the land survey you give 
prospects is not accurate, a court could hold you 

liable for providing a party with misinformation. 
A little known fact can make the damages 

caused from an old land survey even worse.  
Lenders typically are provided with full title 
coverage, which includes "survey matters."  As 
such, with no title insurance to back him, an 
owner damaged by an old survey probably will 
look to the real estate licensee for damages. 

Typically, if requested, a title company will 
write an American Land Title Association policy 
that will protect the lender, and the owner or 
buyer of the property, for "Survey matters."  
When this happens, the title company will require 
what is called an ALTA/ACSM (American 
Congress on Surveying and Mapping) survey.  
This survey can be expensive and usually is 
ordered when commercial property exchanges 
hands.  The cost goes up because the two 
associations negotiated the standards for the 
survey and only land surveyors who are 
members of ACSM or Professional Land 
Surveyors of Colorado can keep up with the ever-
changing standards.   

Finally, copyright law requires that you 
obtain the permission of the surveyor before you 
redistribute the survey.  The unauthorized 
distribution of maps or land surveys can 
constitute copyright infringement.   

In conclusion, real estate licensees need to 
cooperate with land surveyors and lenders to 
make sure that their clients are provided with the 
most reliable and accurate information possible.  
Otherwise, they may be opening themselves up 
to more trouble than they ever bargained for.

This is the third installment of a guide to the botanical and common names of many West Virginia 
trees.  The basic material for this guide was provided by the Forestry Department of Glenville State 
College, but is has been rearranged into alphabetical order by common name.  Surveyors often 
encounter unusual or archaic tree names when researching old records, so it can be important to 
know what species those old names actually referred to.  This can still leave some question, as 
when Spruce Pine may mean Virginia Pine or Eastern Hemlock, but the locality and site 
characteristics should make that one an easy choice. 

I have added a few names based upon my own research and experience.  I invite anybody with 
additional common names for any of these species to write in  and let us add them to the list.  After 
the entire list is published here, we will likely make complete copies available for sale through the 
Association office.
